Virginia Cooperative Extension and the Virginia Junior Holstein Association are hosting the 2019 
Southeast Dairy Youth Retreat.  This year’s retreat will be headquartered at the Round Hill Inn in Orange, 
Virginia from Sunday, July 7 through Thursday, July 11.  Approximately 100 youth and adults from 
Florida, Georgia, North Carolina, South Carolina, and Virginia are expected to attend the retreat that will 
offer a variety of activities including farm tours, hands-on workshops, and recreational events, to name a 
few. The retreat is open to youth ages 9 to 19 who are interested in dairy cattle and the dairy industry.  At 
least one chaperone (over 21 years of age) per ten youth must accompany youth participants. Each state is 
responsible for transportation of their delegates during the event.

Registration Fees 
The registration fee for the retreat is $110.00 per youth and $85.00 per chaperone. The fee covers most 
meals from dinner on Sunday evening through breakfast on Thursday, admission to events including 
Kings Dominion and Montpeliar, and a t-shirt.  Please see the payment form on the event website for 
payment options.
